The movement of the hibiscus flower is achieved through changes in electrolyte concentrations that cause water movement and changing changes throughout the plant. An initial stimulus as the lack of light on photoreceptors triggers an electrical signal to be propagated along the
nearby cells in the plant. [10] This causes a change in the turgor pressure of specific cells to the pulvinus to allow the flexion of the upward petals. On the permeable anion channels for the stimulus kick open to allow a flow of calcium ions in the cytoplasm of the cell that cause it to be depolar.
