Paint,	the	free	image	editing	program	that	comes	with	Windows,	has	a	color	selection	tool	that	can	accurately	identify	the	background	color	of	your	photo.	After	it	does,	use	some	additional
tools	to	paint	on	the	original	background	using	a	color	that	enhances	your	image.	Press	“Windows”,	type	“Varnish”	and	click	“Varnish”	to	start	the	paint	program.	Press	“Ctrl-O”	and	double-click	the	image	file	you	want	to	update.	Click	on	“Home”	and	then	click	on	the	“Pick	Color”	tool,	which	is	modeled	like	an	eyedropper.	Click	on	the	background
color	of	the	image	and	notice	that	the	paint	changes	the	color	of	the	“Color	1”	square	to	match	that	color.	That	color	becomes	the	only	paint	you	use	when	you	use	another	tool	to	paint.	Go	to	the	Colors	section	and	click	the	color	you	want	to	use	to	replace	the	existing	background	color.	Paint	changes	the	color	of	the	square	“Color	1”	to	match	the
color	you	choose.	Click	on	the	“Fill	with	Color”	tool	in	the	shape	of	a	paint	bucket.	Click	on	the	background	color	of	the	image	and	paint	replaces	most	of	that	color	with	the	new	color	selected.	The	paint	will	probably	leave	some	of	the	original	color	around	the	image	objects.	For	example,	if	you	replaced	yellow	with	green,	you	can	still	see	a	yellow
border	around	people	and	objects	in	the	image.	Click	on	“Brush”	and	then	click	on	the	“Brush”	tool.	Click	“Size”	to	view	different	lines	with	varying	widths.	Click	on	one	of	the	lines	to	select	it.	For	example,	if	you	click	on	the	“3px”	line,	the	brush	strokes	will	be	3	pixels	wide.	Click	on	any	part	of	the	original	color	that	remains,	hold	down	the	left	mouse
button	and	drag	the	mouse	to	paint	that	color	using	the	new	color.	If	you	need	to	work	on	a	small	area,	such	as	between	someone’s	fingers,	click	“View”	and	then	click	“Zoom”	to	make	that	area	larger	so	you	can	see	individual	pixels.	You	may	need	to	select	a	smaller	brush	size	when	painting	in	these	types	of	detailed	areas.	Click	“File”,	click	“Save

When	you	make	a	new	document	in	Photoshop,	there	will	be	an	option	to	choose	the	background	color.	Use	its	drop-down	menu	or	color	check	box	to	choose	the	color	you’d	prefer	the	background	to	be.	When	you	create	a	new	image,	you	will	have	the	choice	as	its	background	color.	In	Photoshop	CC	2018	and	newer	that	option	will	be	in	the	bottom
right	corner	of	the	new	document	window.	In	previous	versions	of	Photoshop,	you	will	find	it	at	the	bottom	of	the	window.	To	change	the	background	color	after	creating	the	image,	you	can	create	a	new	background	in	a	color	of	your	choice:	select	the	Layer	tab	at	the	top	of	the	window.	Select	New	Fill	Layer,	then	select	the	solid	color	–	unless	you
particularly	want	a	shaded	background	or	pattern.	Give	the	new	layer	a	name,	then	select	OK	when	prompted.	Select	a	color	from	the	palette	and	select	OK	again.	Before	you	can	change	the	background	color	in	Photoshop	you	have	to	select	it.	Here	are	some	ways	to	do	it,	whether	you’re	working	on	Windows	or	MacOS:	the	Magic	Wand	tool	is	fast
and	dirty	and	works	best	when	there	are	distant	differences	between	the	foreground	and	the	background,	but	it	can	work	pretty	well	if	you’re	short	on	time	or	patience.	To	do	this,	select	the	Magic	Wand	tool	from	the	left	menu	(it	is	the	fourth	down	and	looks	like	a	wand).	Then,	hold	Shift	and	select	the	different	parts	of	the	background	you	want	to
change	the	color	of.	If	the	magic	wand	is	a	little	Heavy	or	not	faded	enough	to	select	all	your	background,	the	Lazo	tool	can	be	useful.	There	are	three	you	can	take	advantage	of	the	same	purpose.	Select	and	hold	the	third	option	in	the	menu	on	the	left	to	receive	a	choice.	The	standard	LAZO	requires	hand	draw	in	the	background;	Polygonal	Lasso
Will.	Will.	design	defined	lines,	straight	lines;	Magnetic	lasso	will	be	attested	to	existing	lines	and	edges.	When	you	are	finished	drawing	around	your	background,	or	connect	to	the	starting	point	to	finish	it,	or	press	Ctrl+Click.	If	you	use	a	Windows	10	running	tablet,	pressing	and	holding	on	the	screen	will	give	you	the	option	to	right-click,	which
opens	a	context	menu	with	additional	functions.	Select	what	you	need,	then	tap	for	the	same	function.	If	you	want	a	super	accurate	way	to	select	the	background	of	an	image,	you	can	use	the	masking	tool.	It's	the	second-hand	tool	in	the	left-hand	menu.	Select,	then	use	a	brush	or	similar	tool	to	"paint"	the	selection.	This	can	be	combined	with	the
above	methods	to	perfect	an	existing	selection.	You	should	see	the	areas	you	selected	appear	in	red.	When	you	are	satisfied	with	your	selection,	select	the	masking	tool	again	to	see	your	selection	in	dotted	lines.	If	the	background	is	much	larger	than	the	first	floor	when	you	make	a	selection	with	any	of	the	above	methods,	select	the	first	floor,	then
press	Ctrl+Shift+I	to	reverse	the	selection	and	highlight	the	background.	Now	that	you	have	selected	the	background,	it	is	time	to	change	its	color.	You	can	do	it	in	a	couple	of	different	ways,	depending	on	the	color	you	want	the	background	to	be:	U	to	bring	the	Hue	and	Saturation	menu.	Use	the	Hue	slider	to	change	the	shade	of	your	background.	It
will	maintain	the	same	lighting	levels	as	before,	but	the	overall	color	palette	will	change.	If	you	prefer	to	have	a	more	uniform	color	on	the	background,	you	can	first	remove	it,	then	add	it	again	before	adjusting	the	shade.	To	do	so,	press	Ctrl+Shift+	U	to	turn	the	image	into	gray	scale,	then	open	the	Hue	and	Saturation	menu	as	before.	Select	Colorize
to	add	color	back	into	the	background,	then	use	the	Hue	cursor	to	adjust	its	color.	If	you	prefer	to	have	a	white	color	as	background,	you	can	simply	paint	over	what	you	already	have.	On	Windows	and	macOS,	press	F7	to	open	the	layered	window.	Select	New	Layer	to	create	a	new	layer.	It's	the	second	icon	on	the	right.	Select	Fill	the	tool	from	the
menu	on	the	left.	It	looks	like	a	bucket	of	paint	and	is	called	the	Paint	Buckle	tool	in	some	versions	of	Photoshop.	Use	the	color	palette	at	the	bottom	of	the	menu	on	the	left	to	select	the	background	color,	then	simply	select	within	the	selection	to	create	a	white	color.	If	you	prefer	a	gradient	effect	in	your	background,	select	and	hold	File	Tool	to	give
you	the	option	of	the	gradient	bucket,	then	select	and	drag	inside	the	selection	to	create	a	shaded	color	for	your	new	background.
